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The prominence of water in an otherwise
barren Mojave landscape makes Warm Springs
Natural Area (Warm Springs) an oasis for
regional wildlife. Riparian woodlands, mesquite
forests and retired pastureland welcome an
abundant and diverse variety of bird species to
the area.
